Intellectual Freedom in Public Libraries

the UNESCO Public Library Manifesto states that, the public library is
a local information center;

the public library provides its users with a wide diversity of knowledge
and information;

the public library offers works and materials reflecting different
viewpoints, which themselves reflect the historical moments to which
they belong;

the public library is an essential component of knowledge-based
societies, constantly adapting to new means of communication in order
to fulfill its missions: providing universal access to information and
promoting its appropriation by all;

the public library provides the public with an accessible space for
knowledge creation, sharing and exchange of information and culture,
and the promotion of civic engagement. The library is a collective asset
and a place where a relationship to knowledge develops through
exploration, exchange, learning, culture, and personal enrichment. By
providing the space, resources, and staff to support them, the library
enables all individuals, throughout their lives and regardless of age,
social status, or background, to learn and satisfy their needs for
knowledge, information, and personal development. The library is at
the heart of people’s lives. Whether public, professional, or
educational, the library holds a fundamental place in its community and
acts as a driving force for social, economic, and cultural development.
It is that ever-accessible gateway to the world. As proclaimed by
UNESCO and the Permanent Roundtable of Québec Libraries in the
Québec Libraries Declaration, the purpose of the library is to ensure
“free and unlimited access to knowledge, thought, culture, and
information,” notably through free access.

the same UNESCO Manifesto declares that collections and services
must not be subject to any form of ideological, political, or religious
censorship, nor to any commercial pressure;

several situations worldwide raise concerns about the fundamental role
of libraries in disseminating diverse content while respecting
intellectual freedom and freedom of expression;

Motion Cr. Graham that in order to guarantee access to knowledge

and culture for the population of Québec, the Municipality of

Bristol officially recognizes: public libraries as places that reflect a

diversity of viewpoints;

a) the expertise of public library staff in managing the selection and
dissemination of collections;

b) the need to support and uphold public library staff in their choices of
works included in their collections, and not to yield to censorship
pressures or requests for removal that may target these institutions.
Carried.

Motion Cr. Pasteris to accept the offer submitted by Marcil Lavallée for

the audit for the year ended December 31%, 2025, in the amount of

$23 000, taxes extra, with additional accounting services at the rates

specified in the offer, depending on the level of expertise required. In

addition, the Director General, Christina Peck, is authorized to sign the
engagement letter. Carried.

Motion Cr. Gray to defer signing the Hydro-Quebec contract for the
purchase of the street light network until March, in order to obtain
additional information in terms of converting to LED lights and
maintenance costs. Carried.
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Establishment of Municipal Committees

the Council of the Municipality of Bristol deems it appropriate to
establish committees to assist Council in the study, analysis, and
recommendation of matters within municipal jurisdiction;

such committees facilitate effective governance and informed decision-
making;

the Council has the authority to create committees pursuant to
applicable municipal legislation;

the Mayor has the authority to assign Council Representation to each
committee.

Motion Cr. Crain that the following municipal committees are hereby
established: Road Maintenance Improvement and Construction and
Domestic Waste, Recycling and Compost. Each committee shall: Act
in an advisory capacity to Council only; study matters referred to it by
Council and have access to relevant data and resources to do so; make
recommendations to Council, without decision-making authority; and
Create a Terms of Reference document. The committees shall be
composed of members of Council, and where applicable, non-voting
members appointed by Council. The Mayor shall appoint the Chair of
each committee by resolution. The mandate of the committees shall be
effective as of February 2, 2026, and remain in force until modified or
repealed by Council. The Municipal Director General is responsible for
providing administrative support to the committees. Carried.
